The Summer Nations Series logo is one of the most
distinctive elements of the brand. In order to maintain the
brand integrity it is important to use the logo as specified in
these guidelines.
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LOGO1.0
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There are three logo variants to ensure
legibility is maintained at all sizes.

Master logo
Our primary brand device is how the world will
identify us. The master logo should be used
wherever possible.

Optimised logo
To be used when the legibility of the master
logo suffers due to X height restrictions or
when a mono logo is required.

Symbol
The symbol must only be used in the smallest
of spaces where the master or optimised logo
is not suitable, for example in a social network
profile picture.

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The master logo is always set in the full
colour gradient. Do not set the master logo in
any other colour.

There are two variants, one for dark
backgrounds and one for light backgrounds.

For instances where a mono logo is required,
the optimised logo should be used.

Minimum size
Establishing a minimum size ensures that the
impact and legibility of the logo is not
compromised in application. The minimum
sizes are calculated based on the variation of
print and screen based media resolution.

If an application requires a logo smaller than
75px or 30mm in height then the optimised
logo or symbol should be used.

Establishing a minimum size ensures that the
impact and legibility of the logo is not
compromised in application. The minimum
sizes are calculated based on the variation of
print and screen based media resolution.

Do not use this symbol smaller than 25px
or 8mm.
